The Port of Alexandria, Egypt
Available Products: Located at the end of the Silk Road from China. Silks, perfumes, spices, medicine, glassware, jewels, ( and possibly, the Bubonic Plague ). 
Gold, silver, ivory came from central Africa. Alexandria’s businessmen traded with Italian and Spanish merchants.

Weather: Winter- 65 – 70 degrees, cool nights, sea breezes, desert climate, little rainfall.
Famous Sites of interest to visitors:

The Famous Pharos Light Tower of Alexandria, Egypt, ruins are located just offshore of the city. 
Described by the Muslim traveler Ibn Jubayr: “Any description falls short, the eyes fail to comprehend it, and words cannot describe it, so vast is the spectacle.”  At 
the very top of the light tower was a church. It was one of the greatest structures of the ancient world.   

Though all that exists of the Pharos Light Tower are ruins and Fort Qautbay, built from enormous stones of the tower, the appearance of the original light tower has been recreated by artists through the ages.
