How to Write a Travelogue

Writing a travelogue includes detailed information about travel.  Travelogue writing is most effective accompanied by illustrations such as photographs.  A travelogue is about telling the story of your journey.  Remember that your goal is to inform the reader of your journey to port cities for trade! 
Suggestions

1. Suggestion 1

Write a travelogue keeping in mind that your travelogue doesn't have to stress the attractiveness of the place you're writing about.  Write about a journey in story format: present a situation, complicate a situation and then provide a climax along with resolution.

2. Suggestion 2

Weave dialogue and suspense into your travel descriptions when you write a travelogue.  Lessons about life, trade, or at least some kind of eventful or historic theme may serve as the framework of your story for any of the cities in your travelogue.  Day-by-day recordings of nothing but where you went, what you saw and what you ate may make for a drab, dull touring log.  Think about what you learned at each port city and build up to a climax and resolution.
3. Suggestion 3

Be specific as much as possible when you write a travelogue.  Suggest the best mode of travel for this particular journey.  Find out as much information as possible about local sites of interest.  Write about the forms of entertainment a traveler might find.  
4. Suggestion 4

Tell your readers what type of weather situation to expect in whatever season they may travel there in when you write a travelogue.  Remember not all of the resource information you may read takes place at the same time in history.  Be sure to check your facts: do not write that you saw the Pharos Light Tower in Alexandria when you were there because it was in ruins by the time you traveled there!
5. Suggestion 5
Use your five senses when describing your journey to the port cities.  Adjectives and adverbs used moderately can bring your story to life for the reader.  Think about telling your story in detail as if to your best friend who couldn’t make the trip.

6. Suggestion 6

Follow the writing process: research/pre-write, draft, revise, edit, and publish.  Take detailed notes.  Describe in detail what you see in pictures.  Think about the settings you read about and infer what you would smell, hear, taste, and feel.  When writing your first draft, you don’t have to be perfect.  Remember that you will be rearranging and correcting your writing when you revise and edit.  Your final draft, however, should be ready to show to anyone without embarrassment.  Finally, add a front cover that has color and excitement, a back cover that has information about you (maybe a picture!), and a reflection piece that explains what you learned about doing this project.
